1.
Rules – The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS) except as these are altered by the Sailing Instructions.
2.
Advertising – Advertising shall be in accordance with ISAF Regulation 20.  Competitors may be required to display graphics on the side of their hulls, these graphics will be supplied by the OA.
3.
Eligibility & Entry – Registration is open to all Corinthians (sailors) desiring to participate. 
4.
Boats/Measurement – All boats will be formed into two or three Portsmouth Handicapped fleets based on the number registered and as determined by the race committee. One fleet will be designated for novice and youth sailors. A minimum of five one-design boats will be scored as a fleet.
5.
Fees – This is a no-fee event!  All entrants are requested, but not required, to make a donation to Hospice of Southern West Virginia.

 A suggested entry donation of $45 for boats with crews of two or more, 

b.
$40 for single-handed boats, and 

c.
$30 for Junior sailors under 16 (dinghies and prams).

Registration – Online pre-registration is preferred on SMSA’s website at http://www.smsawv.org. You may also register the morning of the event (August 19, 2023) before 9:00 AM

Sailing Instructions – Sailing Instructions (SIs) will be available at the registration tent and on the SMSA website.  The skipper’s meeting will be held at the Battle Run shelter or vicinity at 9:00 AM Saturday. The race is scheduled to start at 10:30 AM, or as determined by the RC.
9.
Scoring – A maximum of six races will be scheduled, of which one shall be completed to constitute a regatta.  All races will be scored. The Low Point Scoring System (Racing Rules of Sailing – Appendix A) will be used.

Safety – 


a.
All boats shall have on board all Federal and West Virginia required safety equipment http://www.transportation.wv.gov/dmv/Manuals/Documents/Boating-Regulations.pdf (RRS rule 1.2)

b.
It is each competitor’s exclusive and individual responsibility to decide whether or not to race or to continue racing, to wear a Personal Flotation Device (PFD), and to otherwise provide for their own personal safety. (RSS-1.2) The U.S. Corps of Engineers strongly recommends the use of PFDs.


c.
Summersville Lake and the Battle Run facilities are public facilities administered by the U.S. Corps of Engineers.  Please be considerate of the lake and campground rules and regulations as a courtesy to other campers and boaters.  See http://corpslakes.usace.army.mil/employees/visitassist/pdfs/title36.pdf

Media Rights – By participating in this regatta, a competitor (or parent/guardian if under age 18) grants to the OA and its sponsors the right in perpetuity to make, use and show, from time to time at their discretion, any photographs, motion pictures and live, taped or filmed television and other reproductions of him or her during the period of the competition without compensation

Protests – Hearing will be held generally in accordance with the recommendations of RRS – Appendix M.  Protests shall be delivered to Battle Run within 30 minutes after the race committee boat docks. The protest time limit and a list of protests received will be posted on the notice board. Hearings will be held as soon as possible after the race. Participants are reminded that this is a charity event.
